Laguna Vista HOA Board of Directors Elections are Coming 

On Friday, June 20, 2025, we will be holding our general election for the HOA Board of Directors.  This 
year we have 4 openings, so please consider running.

Coodinator by May 31, 2025, 5:00pm. 

Personal Safety Tip...especially if you live alone. “HELP I’VE FALLEN AND CAN’T GET UP”. 
Remember those “Life Alert” commercials we used to laugh at?  Well, it’s not so funny now. In the past 
few months, several of our residents have fallen and languished for hours or even days. If they’d been 
using a medical alert device, they could have gotten help right away. Medicare and supplement issuers 
do not cover the cost of medical alert systems. Please check into this right away. [And donôt let your 
ego get in your way. I, Christy, wear mine when in the yard working because I am klutzy and lose my 
balance.]  

Another safety tip. We hope most of you took advantage of the Red Cross “Sound the Alarm” event 
on April 5th, and got your alarms checked or received new ones, installed by trained volunteers. Let’s 
read through our Red Emergency Binders so we can be prepared for any potential emergencies. 

Water Supply Valves. Residents recently received a warning from management about water supply 
valves. Most homes have two shutoff valves, one before the meter and the other on the house side. (A) 
If you need to shut off water service to your home use the valve on your side of the meter and do not 
touch the shutoff valve on the park side of the meter; (B) If there is no shutoff valve on your side of the 
meter, OR, if you see two valves and are not certain which is yours and which is the park’s, PLEASE 
DO NOT SHUT OFF THE WATER. Instead, notify the office not less than 24 hours in advance, and get 
help; and (C) Ignore these instructions at your peril, as the owner may hold you responsible for 
damages that “flow” from that.  

Pool access gates, etc. You now have an option to either use your fingerprint or a numerical pass 
code input.  No more keys to entrance to the pool area. See management to set yourself up. Also, 
remember, a resident must always be present with their guests at the pool. Please don’t drop them off 
and leave.

Gratitude. We live in a beautiful park, thanks to Harold, Angel and his grandfather, Jesus. Angel’s 
moved on, but we now have Raoul.

With the recent fire in Oceanside Terrace Manufactured Home Park (formerly Trico) let’s take this time to 

discuss what to do in the event of a home fire. 

If you smell smoke in your house and are able to access where the fire is, stay low or crawl under the smoke 
and GET OUT OF THE HOUSE AND CALL 911. 

Some of us may think we can put a small fire out quickly, and depending on our physical abilities, the type of 
fire and the tools we have easily accessible to do so, this may be true. It is a judgment call that could mean 
life-or-death. Remember, the number one cause of death in a fire is smoke inhalation. 

When a fire starts inside a manufactured home they spread rapidly and due to the proximity to other 
manufactured homes, our neighbors’ homes are at risk too. 

Here are a few general tips: 

- Be prepared for emergencies; Read through your Red Emergency Binder 

- Keep a fire extinguisher handy and know how to use it 

- Know where your hoses are and have them hooked up 

- Keep your phone near you 

Around 60% of all fires start in the kitchen. Here are some tips to prevent this from happening: 

- Have a fire blanket and keep it in the kitchen. 

- Never leave cooking food unattended. 

- Turn off the stove if you need to leave the kitchen. 

- Keep flammable items like dishtowels and paper products away from the stove. 

- Avoid wearing loose clothing while cooking. 

- Turn off burners at the first sign of smoke or boiling grease. 

- Keep a lid or cookie sheet nearby to smother pan fires and prevent spreading. 

Under different circumstances, the fire at Oceanside Terrace could have been a much bigger disaster. Thanks 
to the Fire Department’s quick response, it wasn’t. I know many members of the Laguna Vista Emergency 
Team had their radios on and a few were close to the scene reporting in. We are all in this together and it 
indeed “Takes a Village.” Preparation is all we can count on in a situation such as this.

Library Corner  
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Ingredients 
For the Crust: 
6 oz. saltine crackers 
1/2 cup unsalted butter, softened 
1/4 cup granulated sugar 
For the Filling: 
14 oz. sweetened condensed milk 
4 large egg yolks 
1/4 cup lemon juice 
1/4 cup lime juice 
For Serving: 
2 cups whipped cream or whipped topping 
Lemon and lime slices 
 
 
 

Directions 

• Preheat oven to 350°.  

• For the crust: Coarsely crush the crackers (you should end up with about 2 1/4 cups). 
Combine crushed crackers, butter, and sugar in a medium bowl. Stir until well combined 
and the crumbs hold together when pressed with your fingers. Press the crust mixture 
into the bottom and up the sides of a 9-inch pie pan. Freeze the crust for 10 minutes. 
Bake the crust on the middle rack of the oven for 20 to 25 minutes or until golden 
brown. Set the crust aside to cool slightly, about 10 minutes. 

• For the filling: Whisk together the sweetened condensed milk, egg yolks, lemon juice, 
and lime juice until smooth. Pour the filling into the baked crust. Return the pie to the 
oven and bake until the center of the filling is just set, about 15 minutes. Cool the pie on 
a wire rack at room temperature for 1 hour, then refrigerate until cold, at least 2 hours 
or up to overnight. 

• Top the pie with whipped cream (or whipped topping) and citrus slices just before 
serving.

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EQUIPMENT 

Air Fryer 

INGREDIENTS 

1 can apple pie filling 21 ounces 

12 soft flour tortillas medium 

4 tablespoon butter, melted 

½ cup sugar 

1 tablespoon ground cinnamon 

 

 INSTRUCTIONS 

Lay tortillas flat and then spoon about 2T of filling across the center of the tortilla. 

Roll tightly and then brush the rolled taquito with melted butter. 

In a shallow, flat dish, stir together the sugar and cinnamon, then roll the buttered taquito in the mixture, 

coating the outside. 

Place in the air fryer basket, seam side down, without stacking or overlapping. 

Air fry at 350 degrees for 9-11 minutes, until the taquitos are golden and crispy.
